MINUTES OF THE GENERAL MEETING
OF THE

2013/2014 CYPRESS RANCH FFA BOOSTER CLUB
October 8, 2013

The Cypress Ranch FFA Booster Club meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.  

PRESIDENT REPORT
Helen Redmon distributed the Meeting Agenda and Treasurer.  Minutes from the September meeting were read by Tawny Spidle.  Leah Jordan made a motion to approve the Minutes.  Mike Nasso seconded the motion and the minutes were unanimously approved.  
Helen discussed the CyRanch FFA Directory which is free to all members and requested parents visit the website provided at the bottom of the Agenda for inclusion.

TREASURER REPORT

Dana Combs presented the Treasurer’s Report.  In addition, she provided an update on the purchase of the Quickbooks software.  The application for the non-profit pricing is pending and she will advise when the application has been approved.  

Helen Redmon requested volunteers to review the 2012/2013 Financial Reports and records for Internal Audit.  Patricia Dwyer, Karen Anderson and Amy Jurena volunteered to conduct the review which will be conducted at the close of the meeting.
LSA REPORT
Leah Jordan reported the LSA has ordered but not received cattle and pig panels to provide separation and security in the walkways during the show.   An update was provided on the Telge Road ingress/egress construction project.  The School District is waiting for the County to move the red light to the entrance driveway for completion.  A 2014 Livestock Show T-shirt design was approved.  Order forms will be submitted to students and are due with $10.00 payment on or before November 12, 2013.  

Leah also reported the LSA discovered a significant discrepancy in their financial records and has approximately $99,000 more funds than previously reported.
Mr. Palisin reported the CFISD Show is a terminal show which has not been previously enforced.  Buyers may not donate animals back to students and enforcement will occur.  Animals may be donated to the FFA Chapter for further disposition.

Leah made a recommendation to purchase 125 Livestock Show and Auction “Save the Date” magnets which would be forwarded to prospective buyers.  The total cost would be $46.  Vic Kaiser made a motion to approve the magnet purchase.  Scott Spidle seconded the motion with a unanimous vote immediately afterwards.
Livestock Show buyer’s gifts were discussed at the last meeting where a “Blazing Saddles” salsa and chili mix gift set was selected.  We are still awaiting feedback as to whether we will be able to purchase the sets at a wholesale or retail cost.  The Booster Club unanimously determined they would like the Blazing Saddles gift set inside the CyRanch FFA Recycle bags coupled with a bag of tortilla chips.  This determination was made regardless of wholesale or retail pricing.

Helen Redmon requested volunteers for the pig selection snack table.

2ND VICE PRESIDENT REPORT
On behalf of Tim Lyons, Jennifer Dove requested contacts for wholesale brisket purchase for our fundraiser.  In addition, she requested volunteers for the Brisket Cooking committee.  Jay Carter volunteered for the committee.  Lastly, she reminded all that the salsa order forms were due this evening.  All order forms were collected and the minimum purchase was not achieved.  
Jennifer provided a reminder stating “Celly” instructions were on the website.
TEACHER REPORT
Mr. Palisin provided his cell phone number in the event of an animal emergency.  He informed the group that the Chapter Fundraiser of candles and lotions will be rolled out this month.  In addition, the Chapter will conduct a Cow Plop bingo in the Spring.

The Chapter will host a Holiday Dinner for students and parents during the December 11, 2013 meeting.  The chapter will provide the meats and will provide signups for all side dishes.  
Mr. Palisin provided a reminder if the students are failing at the end of the 3rd six weeks – they will be unable to show at the CFISD Livestock Show.  

Mr. Palisin requested parents to provide feedback to him if they are not receiving emails from him.  He has had a significant amount of emails returned due to bad addresses.

To conclude, parent members asked Mr. Palisin about support needs from the Booster Club.  Mr. Palisin stated he did not have any financial needs at this time and requested fundraising be dedicated towards student scholarships.  He also asked for support to find buyers for the purchase of the student’s projects.
Jennifer Dove made a motion to close the meeting.  Mike Nasso seconded and the meeting was adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
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
